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Dear Friends, 
 
 I feel a bit like Saint Paul.  I have been praying a lot for 
this community.  My prayers for this community have mostly 
been prayers of gratitude. We have come such a long way, as we 
noted in last month’s annual report; but we still have a way to go.    

As we light the second Advent candle Saint Paul writes 
to the Philippians, “I pray with joy in my every prayer for all of 
you, because of your partnership for the Gospel from the first day 
until now.  I am confident that the One who began a good work 
in you will continue to complete it until the day of Christ Jesus.” 
The Gospel reminds us of valleys being exalted and hills being 
made low. God is good, all the time!  God has done great things 
for us.  God has begun something great in us, individually and as 
a parish.  Let’s pray that God will continue to complete it.  

 

God can complete the good he has begun in us only 
when we in our free will submit to doing God’s will.  In the   
collect of today’s Mass (formerly known as the opening prayer), 
the priest prays, “May no earthly undertaking hinder those who 
set out in haste to meet your Son, but may our learning of     
heavenly wisdom gain us admittance to his company…”  

 

As we continue our Advent journey, we can reflect on 
those things, those undertakings that could hinder us from    
meeting God’s Son. As I read that prayer this week, I thought of 
the busyness of this season – shopping, parties, and preparations 
of the superficial sort. That busyness could hinder us from     
meeting the Son.  I hear in that prayer an invitation to slow down, 
to take some more time for real preparation, interior preparation 
for the coming of the Lord.  

 

 If we really listen to the scripture this weekend, two 
things might pop out.  First, listen to the names mentioned in 
today’s Gospel.  Caesar, Pilate, Annas, Caiaphas, all characters 
mentioned in out Lord’s passion, make their first appearance 
even before the birth of Jesus. This appearance invites us to call 
to mind the purpose of Jesus’ coming. It reminds us that the   
Nativity of our Lord is part of a bigger plan for him and for us. 
These characters, appearing before Jesus’ birth, foretell his     
mission.  And John the Baptist urges us to be part of the mission. 
To participate in the mission of Jesus we need to prepare our 
hearts and our lives, we need to make straight our ways.  The 
mention of the men who remind us of Jesus’ passion points out 
that this getting ready, and this participation in the mission of 
Jesus, requires participation in the Cross. 
 

 The other message that strikes me from today’s readings 
is the urgency they demonstrate. The Baptist’s cry, the word from 
the rarely heard prophet Baruch, and the powerful prayer of Saint 
Paul for the Philippians do not allow for a lukewarm response.  
We’re told, “Get up! Get ready! Increase in love! Be pure and 
Blameless!”  These commands need to happen NOW! Advent 
time is now time. Let’s make the best of these preparation days. 
 

Speaking of preparation days.  Please join us for our 
parish Advent Reconciliation and Eucharistic Adoration at Saint 
Joseph Church on Tuesday December 7 from 5:30 to 7:00 pm.  
On Tuesday, as we prepare for the coming of the Lord at    
Christmas, we will have multiple confessors and plenty of      
opportunities for those who wish to avail themselves to the     
Sacrament.  We can turn to our loving and merciful God for   
divine assistance in our prayerful interior preparation for the 
coming of Christ.  I can think of no better way to really get ready 
for Christ’s coming than to clean our spiritual closets in the    
Sacrament of Reconciliation and make room for Him in our lives.  

  
 
 In addition, you may remember that the first Tuesday of 
every month we have all day Eucharistic adoration at Saint Joe’s 
from 9:00 am until 7:00 pm. The final hour is a family holy hour  
from 6:00 to 7:00 pm.  During that time, the Sacrament of      
Reconciliation is available for children and their parents.  
 

Please join us at these important events in the spiritual 
life of Saints Joseph and Francis Xavier Parish. I pray that your 
Advent continues be one of prayerful expectation and            
preparation.

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Illinois Invest in Kids Act 
 
The Illinois Tax Credit Scholarship Program, made possible by the Illinois Invest in Kids 
Act, provides donors a unique opportunity to contribute to scholarships that help lower     
income families send their children to private schools It is not too late. However, you have 
only until December 31 to claim your 2021 tax credit and make a donation to Catholic      
education. If you make a donation under the Illinois Invest in Kids Act, 100% of this       
payment will go to support Catholic education, and in our case, could go to support our   
twinning parish school, St. Thomas of Canterbury School. Importantly, you will also     
receive an Illinois tax credit of 75% of the donation.  
  

As an example, if you donate $10,000 to a scholarship granting organization such as BIG SHOULDERS FUND 
and designate St. Thomas of Canterbury School as the recipient, St. Thomas receives a donation of $10,000 and 
you will have a $7,500 credit against your 2021 taxes. Your ultimate net out of pocket cost of this donation is 
$2,500 but the charitable gift totals $10,000. St. Thomas can then offer two $5,000 scholarships to needy          
students. Never has charitable giving had such a good multiplier effect.  
  
Most families with children attending St. Thomas of Canterbury School cannot afford to pay full or even partial 
tuition. This puts a heavy burden on the school's finances. As parishioners, you have generously supported this 
school over the years in so many ways. This is a great way to continue that support.    
  
Please act now. Your tax accountant will know the procedures for applying for this tax credit through the Illinois 
Department of Revenue. Or contact Joe D’Arco, our Operations Director at (847) 251-0771 or via email 
at jdarco@ssjfx.org, to get instructions on how to set up this tax credit for 2021 taxes.
