They work together as a team to do
God’s will in our little corner of the world. I give special
thanks for Joe D’Arco and Rachel Ringer who have
worked tirelessly and without complaint to make sure all
our nearly 150 employees got paid over the last months of
the payroll provider transition. I could single out every
staff member, but this column has a word limit! [ praise
God for the scores of volunteers (too numerous to name)
who share their time, talent, and treasure to proclaim the
Kingdom here in Wilmette. We are blessed and I am
grateful.

Advent is here. With Advent comes a new liturgical cycle,
a new liturgical year. We move from the year of Saint
Luke to the year of Matthew. And we received word from
our Cardinal encouraging everyone to come back to
church, as he lifts the dispensation from the obligation to
attend Sunday Mass that was instituted at the beginning of
the pandemic. Here are some of the Cardinal’s encouraging
words.

Let this occasion of our renewal of faith and life, which we
all so much want, provide us with a fresh start as we
recommit ourselves to worship God and to be supportive of
each other week after week as we gather around the Table
of the Lord to be nourished and renewed.”

I mention to the Cardinal, whenever I see him, how proud I
am of this community’s desire to be together and to
worship God in the Sunday Eucharist. I told him last week
about the 35% increase in Mass attendance. So, for us, the
lifting of the dispensation will just be a formality. We are
doing well, but as I said earlier this month in this column,
we have a long way to go. I will continue to invite. We
will continue to make disciples, to build community, and
to inspire witness. We will listen to your voices and
respond the best we can. And we will honor God with our
attendance at Mass on Sundays and with the way we live
our lives during the week.
