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Dear Friends, 
 
 A voice of one crying out in the desert, Prepare the 
way of the Lord, make straight his paths. What does this 
quote mean to you? 
 
During this holy season of Advent, the Saints JFX         
community will prepare in many ways for the coming of 
the Lord.  We will make straight his paths.  We will get 
ready for the coming of the Lord. We can only prepare for 
the coming of the Lord in our lives if we make the choice 
to do so. 
 
This season is one that sometimes gets lost on us.  Amidst 
the commercial and social busyness, we are called to be 
still and wait. How can we do this when the retailers are 
beckoning us to be the first in line to take advantage of 
their great pre-holiday sales?  How can we do this when 
our calendars get filled with social engagements and other 
expectations?  How can we do this when our lists are long, 
and the days are few? 
 
At our daily Masses (6:30 am at SFX and 8:30 am at SJ), 
we prepare for the coming of the Lord.  We praise the Lord 
who promises to fill our darkness with the light of his love.  
Powerful words from Sacred Scripture resound and give us 
reason to hope.  We share the peace of the Lord and pray 
for the intentions of the Church and of the world. We do 
this all in less than a half hour.  And on Tuesdays, we offer 
an hour of adoration right after 8:30 am Mass at Saint    
Joseph.   
 
I urge you, during these Advent days, to spend a little more 
time in the quiet, peaceful environment that constitutes  
daily Mass.  The rewards of participating in daily Mass will 
surprise you.  It won’t take much of your time, and it     
occurs mostly before the stores are even open!  
 
Having the shortest days of the year, Advent has us longing 
for the light. In these days of political unrest in our city, 
nation, and world, in these challenging economic times, the 
warmth that the Christ light offers attracts me.  I hope that 
these days will be practice for the rest of our lives.  We are 
always preparing for the coming of Christ, not just in     
Advent.  Today’s first reading tells of an ideal world that is 
to come and John the Baptist strongly tells us that in that 
world we will be known by our actions, by our fruits.  What 
type of fruit are you bearing?  What kind of light do you 
shine? 
 
Last week, in the second reading, Saint Paul encouraged his 
readers to cast off the deeds of darkness and put on the  
armor of light. Today we light the second candle of our 
advent wreath. Doing so reminds us that the light indeed is 
coming into our darkness.  Maybe we need to ask ourselves 
what our darkness is, or where we see darkness around us.   

 
 
Once arriving at our respective 
answers to those questions, we 
should ask, “How can Christ’s 
light shine in us or through us in 
order to dispel the darkness?” The 
light does shine in the darkness, 
right here in our little corner of the 
world. 
 
Impressive. That’s the first word that comes to my mind 
when I think about the last couple weeks.  We celebrated 
Thanksgiving and, during the offertory at Holy Mass,    
collected generous donations to support the important work 
of the Saint Vincent DePaul Society here. We decorated 
Christmas trees in our church vestibules with opportunities 
to share Christmas with children in need.  Over 350 kind 
people are sharing the light of generosity with children who 
otherwise might not enjoy such a merry Christmas.        
Impressive. 
  
Many other opportunities to be generous abound.  We can 
put on the armor of light when we do simple acts of     
kindness, or when we share our time and talent and       
treasure.  The armor of light, lighting a candle in the     
darkness, can certainly happen during the Advent and 
Christmas seasons – and beyond.

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From the Loft 
 

“The world in solemn stillness waits, to hear the angels sing”. These beautiful words remind us that, although we 

are surrounded by music on the radio and playing through stores brightly decorated with Christmas gifts and 

lights, we are still waiting for the wonderful event that will soon be with us. 
 

It is only in commercial advertising that the Christmas season begins the first of December (or the first of August!). 

In the Christian calendar, the Christmas Season does not begin until December 24th and lasts at least until January 

6 or beyond.(Epiphany). Advent is the season of preparation for Christmas, not the celebration of it. It is included 

with Christmas the same way that Lent is included with Easter. However, Advent is just as different from    

Christmas as Lent is from Easter. 
 

It is important, in terms of the purpose of Christian Holy Days as teaching tools of the Faith, that Advent and 

Christmas be different, with different emphases, especially on the first two Sundays of Advent. These need to   

emphasize expectation and longing, a preparation for celebration much as Lent is a preparation for Easter.     

Without that, the season becomes one long celebration without any context for that celebration and with little 

contact with the reality of life that gave birth to the season in the first place. 
 

Of course there is a progression to the services of Advent. By the third Sunday, which is usually the Sunday of 

Proclamation with the Magi or the Shepherds, or the Sunday of Joy, our excitement grows, not because it is all 

finished but because the promise is moving to reality, because we have heard from God and have the promise in 

concrete terms. 
 

Our Ritual Song hymnal has many beautiful Advent hymns, perhaps not as well known, but as we sing them over 

the years, they will become more familiar. We will select songs that convey the meaning of Advent and emphasize 

how we are waiting. 
 

“Prepare Ye the Way of the Lord” says it perfectly.  Let’s ready our hearts for the incredible moment…Christ 

coming to us as a tiny baby. We can hold God in our arms. How beautiful our Christian faith.
