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Dear Friends, 
 
You have heard me say that great things are happening at 
Saints JFX. I believe that with all my heart. We have a lot 
going on in this great place. We have sell-out Women’s 
Club Teas, one of the largest blood drives in Metro       
Chicago, an exciting new Men’s Club on the horizon, a 
stewardship committee bursting with ideas for building 
community, engagement and connectivity, welcomers who 
call, visit and host gatherings for newly registered          
parishioners, donut Sundays… I could go on and on.  
 
I have been leaning on staff members to ensure all these 
things happen without a glitch. Last week, I asked Mary 
Kay Gorman to assume the new role of Director of Parish 
Engagement. I have always believed that those who answer 
the phones and doors in parishes vitally serve the mission 
of the parish, being the “ministers of first impressions.” 
Mary Kay makes an amazing first impression. She knows 
what’s happening around here and welcomes all, with    
patience, kindness, and great humor. She will serve well 
helping all those she already knows from the phone, door, 
and emails, to deeply engage in the life of this parish. 
 
Mary Kay will liaise with many of the awesome groups 
that continue to build community, make disciples, and   
inspire witness. She will ensure the staff is aware of the 
initiatives of these vibrant counsels, committees, and clubs. 
Her cheer, knowledge of the community, and                 
organizational skills will help bring this parish to the next 
level of community building and disciple making.  
 
Choice.  From the time of early childhood into senior 
adulthood, human beings like to choose.  We like to choose 
our schools, our jobs, and our friends.  There’s something 
about being able to choose that attracts us.  No one really 
likes to be forced to do anything.   
 
Out of love, God created us free.  Omnisciently, God knew 
from the beginning of creation that human beings would 
want to choose.  They would not want to be forced to do 
anything, including love God.  So, God allowed - and    
allows - us to choose whether to love God or not to love 
God, whether to follow God or not to follow God. Ideally, 
we listen to the words of the great teacher Sirach, who tells 
us in today’s first reading, before us “are life and death, 
good and evil.” Whichever we choose, Sirach, says, will be 
given us.  When we choose death or evil, not only are we 
affected by our choice, but so also is our Church and so is 
our world. 
 
Because we are free, because God has created us with the 
ability to choose good over evil – and because some of us 
(all of us?), sometimes, choose evil over good, evil entered, 
and enters our world.  Evil manifests itself in many ways.  
Theologians call the manifestation physical, metaphysical,  

 
 
and moral evil.  These evils relate to 
one another and really affect the 
world we live in.  As a result of 
these evils, because of our free will 
choices against the good, evil enters 
the world and makes our world less 
than perfect.   
 
When I was a college student, the Saint Louis Jesuits     
produced a church song called Glory and Praise to Our 
God.  There is a line in the song that troubled me then, and 
still gives me pause today.  The song goes, “Though the 
power of sin prevails, Our God is there to save.”  The 
whole idea of the power of sin prevailing throws me.  Does 
the power of sin really prevail?  
 
I’m all in for combatting the prevalence of sin.  How can 
we do this?  I suggest we do it together.  I suggest that we 
heed the warning of the wise teacher of teachers Sirach. If 
each of us declares today, here, and now, “I will choose 
good; I will choose life,” and really alters our life and our 
actions according to our declaration, amazing things can 
happen. The human condition can improve.  The power of 
good can prevail – because God is here to save.
