Dear Friends, 
 
“Be strong.  Fear not!” If these words sound familiar, we 
do hear them each Advent from the Book of the Prophet 
Isaiah.  Four words.  Major significance.  As we hear them 
at the beginning of an academic year, when things really 
gear up for another year in parish and school life, God 
speaks through the Prophet to let us know that he is here 
with us and for us.  We need those words in our Church, 
now more than ever. 
  
Isaiah speaks of the eyes of the blind being opened. God’s 
power trumps the difficulty of human weakness and frailty. 
As I read the first reading for this weekend I was brought 
back to Lourdes. I imagined myself waiting in line for the 
baths.  Inside the men’s bath area, on the wall, is a beautiful 
relief of the man born blind washing in the pool of Siloam. 
Tens of thousands of men look upon that artist’s rendering 
each year, as they wait their turn to be washed in the waters 
of Lourdes.  These pilgrims who gaze upon that piece of art 
have in their hearts hopes and dreams of healing. The heal-
ing waters, approached with faith in God’s omnipotence, 
touch hearts and change lives. The key is faith.  We must 
have faith that God’s power will trump the darkness of 
these days.  Our Church and world need healing. 
  
“How can we be strong?  Why should we be strong?” one 
might want to ask.  I think of the Christian Spiritual song, 
“How Can I Keep From Singing.”  Indeed storms – all 
kinds of them – circle around us.  Really, though, no storm 
can shake our inmost calm if we cling to the rock of our 
faith.  Keep the faith and you will keep your strength.  For 
me, throughout my life, the Eucharist has been a source of 
strength.  Coming to church, celebrating Mass, singing the 
songs, all the beloved rituals have strengthened me in times 
of trial.  The power of the Eucharist transforms.  In this 
year of Eucharistic revival, I encourage you to consider 
your own relationship with our Eucharistic Lord, to receive 
Communion often, and make Mass a priority in your     
family’s schedule. 
   
If we think about it, we can see that in our own little parish 
we can derive strength from our coming together. We are 
much stronger as a whole than we are as individuals.  My 
hope and prayer for this new academic year is that the  
numbers of those parents who bring their children to church 
will continue to increase.  Our children, those in the school 
and in the Family of Faith Program, relish being together in 
prayer.  They enjoy celebrating Mass as a community.  I 
encourage the parents to help build the numbers, and the 
strength that comes from them, at our Sunday Mass       
celebrations.  Your children will benefit from being part of 
a strong, ever-growing community. And so will you. The 
4:45pm Mass at Saint Joseph is a great option for those 
who have busy Sunday mornings. 

  
 
Why should we be strong?  We 
need to be strong because the 
storms are real. We have           
experienced their full force the past 
several weeks. Clinging to the rock 
of our faith helps us to weather the 
storms.  We need to be strong   
because the forces contrary to the 
ways of God and the Church are 
real.  Sadly, negativity and bias against Catholics and the 
Church are oddly acceptable in society.  We need to unite 
and proudly exhibit our Catholic faith. We must put our 
faith into action.  As one, we can defeat any foe that comes.   
  
In the Gospel, Jesus shows us why we shouldn’t be afraid.  
We should not be afraid because Jesus’ power, the same 
power that opens the ears of the deaf man, can help us in all 
our needs. I am reminded of Jesus’ quote, “Fear is useless. 
What is needed is trust.” This line, from Saint Luke’s    
Gospel is fitting, for me personally, for Saints Joseph and 
Francis Xavier, and for our national and universal Church.   
 
The people in the district of the Decapolis did not fear.  
They recognized something special in the man Jesus and 
acknowledged his power. They brought him the deaf man 
with the speech impediment. Jesus powerfully and       
compassionately healed him. He can heal us too, when we 
fearlessly approach him in poverty of spirit and 
acknowledge his power. 
  
Fearless and united, as a Church we must also consider the 
call to humility and to service of the poor. Saint Paul     
reminds us to treat the poor with the same honor and       
dignity that we would treat the rich or anyone else. Jesus 
shows us the way. Let’s follow that way.

St. Thomas of Canterbury School Needs YOU! 
 
Our new school year is soon to open, and we need your 
help as a volunteer tutor! We have a variety of needs, 
areas of interest and children ages 3-14! This summer we 
have welcomed several newly arrived immigrant students 
who need one on one help.   
 
I have asked a few of our tutors from the parish to share 
their experiences. I hope their words will be a source of 
encouragement! 
 
When I retired in 2023, I prayed asking the Lord to help 
me discern what to do with my time. Earlier I had inquired 
about volunteering to tutor in science at St Thomas of 
Canterbury, so I sent a follow up email, to see if I might 
help. Shortly thereafter, I received a call from a fellow  
parishioner, letting me know that St. Thomas had a   
problem, their science teacher left for higher pay. I asked, 
what does that have to do with me. It was suggested that 
I might “help out” somehow. I asked what that meant and 
if there was a curriculum or a textbook. My fellow parish-
ioner did not know. After following up with the principal, 
Christine Boyd, I found out that indeed there was a text 
book. To get to the point, I and a fellow retired physician 
ended up volunteering to teach science to the 7th and 8th 
grade students.  
 
The students have been a joy to work with. Most of them 
are disciplined and hardworking, really trying to do a 
good job. Having been involved with adult education, It 
was a bit of a challenge to teach middle school, but it has 
been rewarding and I think our students appreciated our 
efforts as the year moved on. Many of the students have 
very high ambitions for future careers and I hope that in 
some small way we prepared them and encouraged them 
to continue to pursue their lofty goals. Being able to do 
this in a Catholic school and to promote Catholic values 
was particularly meaningful. As Elenor Roosevelt said, “It 
is better to light a candle than curse the darkness”. I hope 
that we have been successful in providing a bit of light 
into our contentious society.
