St. Vincent de Paul: Supporting St. Thomas of Canterbury School Students

Several families arrived over the summer at the doors of St. Thomas of Canterbury School,
seeking an education for their children after escaping dangerous circumstances in their home
countries. The families learned of the school and its special work with children like their own
from communities established in refugee camp or upon arriving in Chicago. These communities
ol and other organizations helped the parents climb the first rung of the ladder of employment in
the U.S. Although highly motivated to work, the families -- some not yet speaking English --
earned very little money to raise a family or to pay to educate their children.

Christine Boyd, principal of St Thomas of Canterbury School, reached out for help to the Society of St. Vincent de
Paul, St. Francis Xavier/St. Joseph Conference. She faced the start of a new school year with the 2023 loss of the
IL Tax Credit Scholarship and depletion of government COVID relief funds against an influx of needy children.

St. Vincent de Paul supplemented the 2024 school tuition for a small handful of new students with the most
urgent need, and more help is needed. We also support the students with 1:1 volunteer tutoring.

The financial and tutoring resources invested by St. Vincent de Paul in students at St. Thomas of Canterbury
School has paid great dividends. Watching the accomplishments and achievements of the students as they pro-
gress though the school and beyond is both astounding and rewarding.
