





Dear Friends,

Today we celebrate the feast of the Baptism of the Lord. In
some traditions, this day marks the end of the Christmas
season. So, I guess the Church would approve of removing
Christmas decorations and Christmas trees (although I did
see one on the curb December 25 at 8am!). This feast
reminds us that Jesus shares our baptism, or we share his.
In this shared baptism we become coheirs with Jesus of the
kingdom and become adopted children of God.

As you know, sometimes I like to pray with the Mass pray-
ers as I prepare for the weekend’s liturgies. Sometimes [
think we priests pray the words and don’t think about their
meaning for our lives, and the people in the pews may or
may not even hear what the priest is saying in the prayers.
This week’s collect, the opening prayer of the Mass, and
the preface of the Eucharistic prayer speak to me, especial-
ly as we begin a new year. Read the words of the collect
and allow them to speak to you.

Almighty ever-living God,

who, when Christ had been baptized in the River
Jordan, and as the Holy Spirit descended upon
him, solemnly declared him your beloved Son,
grant that your children by adoption, reborn of
water and the Holy Spirit, may always be well
pleasing to you.

Through our Lord Jesus Christ, your Son, who
lives and reigns with you in the unity of the Holy
Spirit, God, for ever and ever.

These words, alluding to the Jesus’ encounter with John the
Baptist, and the baptism we share, make the Gospel text
come to life today. Luke says, “After the people had been
baptized, and Jesus also had been baptized and was
praying, heaven was opened and the Holy Spirit descended
upon him in bodily form like a dove. And a voice came
from the heaven, ‘You are my beloved Son; with you I am
well pleased.’”

So, today’s opening prayer ties our baptism to that of Jesus
and pray that we who share that baptism may also live a
life pleasing to God. I suppose living a life pleasing to God
differs from person to person. Each of us has a responsibil-
ity to discern what that means for us in our lives. We are
God's children by adoption, because we have been reborn
of water and the Holy Spirit. The call of our shared baptism
demands that we please God with our thoughts and with
our words and with our deeds. I often remind people that
living lives pleasing to God demands that we think first
before we press “send” on an e-mail or a text. We must ask
ourselves, “Is sending this message pleasing to God?” Too
often we hide behind screens and phones that allow us to

do, say, and write unpleasing things,
uncharitable things. Let's think, pray
and discern what is pleasing in our
written and spoken words as well as
our actions.

The words of this weekend’s preface
also touched me as I prepared for this r
weekend’s Masses. See them here in B
writing.

For in the waters of the Jordan, you revealed with
signs and wonders a new Baptism, so that through
the voice that came down from heaven we might
come to believe in your Word dwelling among us,
and by the Spirit’s descending in the likeness of a
dove we might know that Christ your Servant has
been anointed with the oil of gladness and sent to
bring the good news to the poor.

Jesus heard the voice while in the waters of the Jordan.
Right after hearing the voice, Jesus began his ministry.
Responding to the voice from heaven telling him that he
was beloved and that the Father was pleased with him,
Jesus lived his life as a beloved child of God seeking
always to please the Father. As a response to the gift of the
Spirit, Jesus committed his life to the service of God and
God’s people, to bring good news to the poor.

I had a great meeting this week with a parishioner, a former
school board member, who reached out to me to see what
else she could do to support the work of the parish. We
discussed many ways that she can share her gifts, respond-
ing to her baptismal call. As she left the meeting she said,
“I am ready and willing.” What an inspiration! She, you,
and [ are anointed with the oil of gladness and sent to bring
the good news. Let’s do it!

There are many ways to grow in faith at Saints JFX. Below you'll find information about the Adult Faith Formation
programs that we currently offer; we invite you to join any and all. Please contact Michael Cesario, Saints JFX
Director of Evangelization & Ministry, at mjcesario@ssjfx.org if you'd like to participate or receive further information.

Bible Study Ministry - Our Bible Study Ministry has launched this Fall! We offer in- person meetings with
everyone involved, across all Bible Study groups. Additionally, the groups can meet independently at their
own frequency to further study the Bible. This year's theme is studying scriptures associated with being
Pilgrims of Hope, based on Pope Francis's 2025 year of Jubilee.

OCIA Program - Order of Christian Initiation for Adults. We are excited to have tailored this year's program to fit
the needs of our current OCIA participants. The group meets for regular formation classes, Rite ceremonies,
scrutiny masses, and of course, Easter Vigil. Additionally, we encourage all who are enrolled to become a
part of the parish community during this journey and enroll them as registered SSJFX parishioners after they
complete their sacraments.

Tri-Parish Counsel/Tri-Parish events - The Tri-Parish community comes together to plan events to help adults
further grow their faith. This initiative is growing in its events per year, as well as members serving on the
Tri-Parish Counsel. Our main goal is to help the Catholic Community of the North Shore connect with their
faith on a deeper level. It seems that there is something new being discussed in every meeting, which
translates to more opportunities for adults to learn about the Good News of Jesus Christ.

Parish wide evening Adoration services - We are now offering evening Holy Adoration services for the entire
parish to come and Adore our Lord. Special thanks to our wonderful priests and music directors for their
ongoing support with this initiative. Hopefully we can increase the frequency in the future.

Seeking Ministry - This ministry is an effort to have people who are questioning God/faith to come talk about
their questions. This organically grew into a young adult group, as all the participants that signed up happen
to be young adults. This is our newest ministry offered here at SSJFX, and we are still learning how to best
serve this unique demographic in our greater Wilmette community.

SSJFX Speaker series events - These events pop up throughout the year to bolster what we offer at SSJFX in
terms of opportunities for people to learn and grow in their faith. Our next event will be in February with
Harry Kraemer.

Discipleship - This is something that we'd like to grow, and like all these ministries, requires the assistance of the
entire parish. The basic idea is to start growing a network of people who | will meet with one on one and
walk with those people in understanding the faith. It starts with a simple invitation, and with the guidance of
the Holy Spirit, hopefully folks will understand that Jesus loves them and desires a deep relationship with
them. Please inform me if you have anyone who would like to talk about their faith situation, or someone
who has questions about faith.

The most important aspect of all these programs is the involvement of the Holy Spirit through prayer. Of course, these
ministries are not our ministries, they are the ministries of Jesus Christ, all with the mission to give him Glory.
Prayer is the backbone of all of these initiatives here at the parish. Please keep all these ministries and participants
in your prayers, it’s the key that opens all the doors and opens hearts to God'’s radiant love.




Speaker from the Mission of Our Lady of the Angels: January 15, 2025 at 7pm in the SFX School Atrium
Hosted by Guild 4 of the SSJIFX Women’s Club

The Mission of Our Lady of the Angels establishes a Catholic presence in the West Humboldt Park
area, currently one of the poorest neighborhoods in Chicago. The goal of the Mission is “to assist
the materially poor and to share the treasure of our Catholic Faith.” Bishop Bob Lombardo came
to Chicago in 2005 at the special request of Cardinal George and is the Founder/Director of Mis-
sion of Our Lady of the Angels and Founder/Superior of the Franciscans of the Eucharist of Chica-
go, who staff the Mission.

The Mission is located on the site of the former Our Lady of the Angels School. Some of you may

remember the school tragedy which occurred on December 1, 1958 when a fire was started in the school basement
which resulted in the deaths of 92 children and 3 teachers, Sisters of Charity of the Blessed Virgin Mary (BVMs), and
left many with serious injuries. The Franciscans at the Mission are honored to live and serve at this hallowed site. They
pray daily for the repose of the souls of those who died and for those still affected by the tragedy.

The Mission (via the Franciscans of the Eucharist) provides hope to the poor on the west side of Chicago through food
pantries supporting about 4,000 families a month, afterschool and senior citizens’ programs, community meals, and
much more. Sr. Jaime Mitchell, a Franciscan of the Eucharist serving at the Mission, will speak about the Mission’s
work, volunteer and donation opportunities and the growing numbers of Sisters of the Franciscans of the Eucharist.

A brief reception will follow the talk. All are welcome. A free will offering is suggested; the Mission of Our Lady of the
Angels runs completely off direct donations.
