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Dear Friends, 
As we continue through our somewhat lengthy winter stint 
in ordinary time, we are treated with some extraordinary 
readings. The prophet Nehemiah illustrates how Ezra 
speaks to men, women, and children old enough to         
understand. Ezra tells them, and us, that today is holy to the 
Lord and that rejoicing in the Lord must be our strength. 
The Psalmist reminds us that God’s words are Spirit and 
life. Saint Paul reminds us that all of us are needed in the 
body of Christ. And Jesus, reading from the prophet Isaiah, 
tells us that the scripture passage, so filled with promise, is 
fulfilled in our hearing. So much good! So much promise! 
So much for which to hope. 
 
The readings stress the universality of God's mercy and of 
God's call. Each contains an important message for us to 
consider, as we ponder our participation in God's great plan 
for creation. Men, women, and children all have a role. 
Everyone is needed in order that the Body of Christ be 
whole. Last week, we were encouraged to recognize the 
spiritual gifts that God has given us, and to use them for 
some benefit. Today we hear that everyone is needed,     
everyone is important. Whether you're young or old, you 
are essential to this community's mission.  We need       
everyone to recognize the Spirit's gifts and commit to shar-
ing the gifts.  
 
Sometimes I think about our mission statement that says, in 
part, "all are welcome." I would say all are more than 
"welcome."  My mantra declares, "All are needed in this 
place!" With my whole heart, I believe that everyone has a 
gift or gifts to share. My sincere hope is that in this jubilee 
year of hope all will commit to sharing their gifts. We need 
you. I need you! I have said it before, and it bears repeating 
our parish success can be judged on the number of people 
who are involved in an internal and an external ministry of 
this parish. There are so many ways to share your gifts. In a 
couple of months, we will be inviting you to consider  
membership on one of our various councils or committees. 
I ask you to raise your hand. 
 
In the Gospel today, we see Jesus, along with the crowds 
that look intently at him. Confidently he receives the scroll 
and reads it for all to hear. “The Spirit of the Lord is upon 
me, because he has anointed me to bring glad tidings to the 
poor. He has sent me to proclaim liberty to captives and 
recovery of sight to the blind, to let the oppressed go free, 
and to proclaim a year acceptable to the Lord.” Then he 
says, “Today this scripture passage is fulfilled in your 
hearing.” 

 
By virtue of our Baptism, and, 
for some of us, Confirmation, the 
Spirit of the Lord is upon us also. 
God sends the Holy Spirit as a 
great gift to his people. God calls 
us today to bring glad tidings to 
the poor, and to proclaim the 
Kingdom of God at hand. Saint 
Paul tells us in our second     
reading that we were all baptized 
into one body and given to drink 
of the one Spirit. He tells us that we share each other's joys 
and sorrows, and that everyone is necessary, all parts of the 
body of Christ, men, women, children. 
 
As members of Christ’s body, and as members of a local 
and world community, we too can fulfill the scriptures.  We 
can continue the mission of Jesus Christ.  In fact, by virtue 
of our baptism and incorporation into the Body of Christ 
we must continue his mission, in Wilmette and beyond! 
 
Today marks the beginning of Catholic Schools’ Week. As 
a product of 21 years of Catholic education, and as a son of 
a Catholic educator, I am grateful. As the pastor of Saints 
Joseph and Francis Xavier, I am proud of the product we 
offer to Wilmette and beyond. Our two campuses host 704 
students. The teachers, from those who teach two-year-olds 
on Saint Joseph campus, to our 8th graders, dedicate   
themselves to faith-filled, character-building education and 
formation of the children God entrusts to our care. The  
return of Colleen Larkin as principal of our two-campus 
school gives us reason to rejoice. Colleen and her team of 
administrators and dedicated educators make our school the 
best in class. Join me in celebrating the great things that 
happen at Saints JFX school. Join me in thanking Colleen, 
Mia, Amy, Joe, Father Ryan, and all the teachers at Saints 
JFX. Their dedication and sacrifice make our school the 
great one that it is.
