St. Vincent de Paul: Feeding St. Thomas of Canterbury School Students

- W Sometimes a picture says it all. Christine Boyd, principal of St.
~ 1 Thomas of Canterbury School, forwarded this thank you note two
weeks ago to our Society of St. Vincent de Paul, Saints Joseph and
Francis Xavier Conference. St. Thomas of Canterbury serves a hard-
working network of families on the north side of Chicago living
almost exclusively at or below the poverty line. When these families
did not receive their SNAP benefits (the nation’s largest nutrition
assistance program) in November, Chris reached out to us and asked
for urgent assistance.

Chris added her own note:

“This year | had an unusually difficult need. Most of you are aware of the
cessation of the SNAP benefits with the confusing messages surrounding
this cruel reality that many people face. The scope of this issue is
immense and the solution insurmountable. However, rather than simply despairing of the situation, | called on you to fund
grocery store gift cards to provide to the 117 children in our school who are directly impacted. As always, St. Vincent de
Paul members responded with the generous empathy that characterizes the mission of the Society.

Each SNAP family received a $100 gift card thanks to your generosity. The families expressed gratitude for both the
much-needed help that the gift cards will give them, but also a sense that someone was aware of their need and was

reaching out to offer help. Poverty is very isolating, no one would ever choose it. The Society of St. Vincent de Paul is the
quiet companion to those in need, 'when | was hungry!"”
