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Dear Friends,

The darkness of December and the cold winds that now
blow invite the words of Sacred Scripture to find a home in
our hearts. John the Baptist's reminder to all who will listen
that the "Kingdom of Heaven is at hand" decries urgency.
All that has happened this fall echoes that urgency. Where
the darkness of violence, harsh words and hate has
prevailed, we must, now more than ever, be instruments of
justice, peace, welcome, light and love.

During this holy season of Advent, as the days get shorter
and the nights get longer, the Saints Joseph and Francis
Xavier community will prepare in many ways for the
coming of the Lord. We will make straight his paths. I
expect that this season is one that sometimes gets lost on
us. Amidst the social and commercial busyness, we are
called to be still and to wait. It's difficult to do this when
the retailers are beckoning us to be the first in line to take
advantage of their great holiday sales. It's challenging to do
this when our calendars get filled with social engagements
and other expectations. It's difficult to do this because the
lists are long and the days are few.

With the shortest days of the year, Advent has us longing
for the light. In these days of political unrest in our city,
nation and world, in these challenging economic times, the
warmth and light of the coming of the Christ Child give me
hope. We have all heard the saying, “It is better to light a
candle than to curse the darkness.” Last week, in the
second reading, Saint Paul encouraged his readers to cast
off the deeds of darkness and put on the armor of light.
Today we light the second candle of our Advent wreath.
Doing so reminds us that the light is indeed coming into
our darkness. Maybe we need to ask ourselves what our
darkness is, or where we see darkness in our world. Once
arriving at our respective answers to those questions, we
should ask, “How can Christ’s light shine in us or through
us in order to dispel the darkness?”” The light does shine in
the darkness, right here in our little corner of the world!

Our readings today offer great hope. As we enter the final
month of the jubilee year of hope, declared by Pope Francis
months before he died, and opened on the 1st Sunday of
Advent last year, I invite you to allow our readings to
encourage hope in you and to instill a desire to produce
great fruit. The Prophet Isaiah describes a time of unthinka-
ble peace. He speaks of the spirit that will rest upon the one
who is to come to be Prince of Peace. He foretells that the
Spirit of the Lord will give the Prince of Peace a spirit of
wisdom and understanding, a spirit of counsel and of
strength, a spirit of knowledge and of fear of the Lord. In
Saint Luke's gospel, Jesus recalls this passage from Isaiah,
and says to the people, “Today this scripture passage is

fulfilled in your hearing.” Jesus
came to bring unthinkable peace to
a troubled world. He can still do so
today if we let him.

Last week the Holy Father was in
the Middle East. As often as he got
a chance, he encouraged unity. As
one we are called to live peacefully
and promote peace. In Lebanon, the Pope reminded the
people that, “The Kingdom that Jesus comes to inaugurate
is a shoot, a small branch sprouting from a trunk that
promises rebirth when everything else seems to be dying.
The coming of the Messiah was announced in the smallness
of a shoot because he can only be recognized by the little
ones by those who humbly know how to recognize the
hidden details and traces of God in the seemingly lost
story.”
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When in Turkey, the Pope said, “At this time of blood-
stained conflict and violence, we are called to be peace-
makers. This means taking action, making choices, and
adopting gestures that build Peace, while also acknowledg-
ing that peace is not merely the fruit of human effort, but is
a gift from God.”

As we prepare for the coming of the Prince of Peace this
year, let us strive to be instruments of God’s peace, living
the words of the prayer attributed to Saint Francis of Assisi.
Where there is hatred, let us show love. When we are
injured, let us pardon. Where there is doubt, let us share our
faith. Where we see people despairing let us offer them
hope. Let us bring light to the darkness in our world, and
most importantly, let us bring joy to those who encounter
sadness in their lives. Let’s act, make good choices, and
adopt gestures that build peace. And let us turn to God who
will make it all happen.
