Grumbling and gossiping, bitterness and anger, cynicism
and negativity harden our hearts. These things stop any-
thing from penetrating our hearts. The psalmist writes, “If
today you hear God’s voice, harden not your hearts.” Our
second reading this weekend reminds us that God wants to
pour something into our hearts. God has poured His love
into our hearts through the Holy Spirit, which has been giv-
en to us. God wants to continue to allow a free flow of that
love to enter our hearts. This lent, let us continue to strive
to soften our hearts, to rid ourselves of the hardness that
prevents God’s goodness from working in us.

She brought others to see and know
Jesus, who broke down social barriers, stayed with the Sa-
maritans for two days and caused many of them to believe
in him. Jesus offers living water and his shares his inviting
words not only to the woman at the well, but each one of
us today. He challenges her, and us, to worship in spirit
and in truth.
