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Dear Friends,

Many of you have seen the editorial in the Chicago Tribune
about Archdiocesan financial controls.

The editorial made me think that I should share with you some
of the Archdiocesan best practices and financial controls that
we have in place at Saints Joseph and Francis Xavier to ensure
great stewardship of the funds you entrust to our care. Our
staff and many volunteers work hard to ensure transparency
and follow these best practices.

In the accounts payable department, bills are paid biweekly.

Bills and reimbursements require detailed supporting
documentation and approval by the Principal or Operations
Director before payment is initiated. Checks are printed with
backup documentation and require my review and signature,
are mailed out, and a check stub is attached to the bill and
filed. We use bank fraud-prevention tools (including Positive
Pay) to ensure the signed check is deposited by the proper

party.

As part of our annual process, Operations Director Joe
D’Arco prepares the annual school and parish budget, in
collaboration with the School Principal and me, that he
presented to the Parish Finance Council for their consent
approval this week. The Finance Council reviews the draft
budget, asks questions, tests assumptions, and approves it for
submission. Throughout the year, the independent volunteer
Finance Council provides oversight and advice to the Pastor
and Operations Director on various financial issues and com-
municates about the parish’s financial health.

We then submit the budget signed by Joe, the Finance Council
chair, and me to the Archdiocese for its approval. Many eyes
see the budget before it is approved. I would say that is the
beginning of our controls: A budget created by the Operations
Director in collaboration with the Principal, approved by the
Finance Council, the Pastor, and ultimately by Archdiocesan
officials.

Procurement credit cards are issued only to designated staff
based on role/need. Cardholders are responsible for submit-
ting receipts and reconciling monthly statements for review
and filing. Monthly bills are paid via ACH following the prac-
tices listed above.

The in-house bookkeeper makes bank reconciliations monthly
for each parish account by comparing internal records to bank
statements, reviewing and retaining the reconciliation reports,
and reviewing and rectifying stale checks when needed.

Saints JFX has well-established procedures, supported by
Archdiocesan best practices for collections and donations.
Collections from weekend Masses are placed in sealed
security bags and deposited in a safe by our ushers and kept
locked until the following Monday morning when trained
volunteers count the collections and prepare the deposit. Per
Archdiocesan procedures, teams of counters rotate through the
month as an added level of security. Deposits are made
promptly, and records of deposits are retained for reconcilia-
tion.

Donations received through the mail or parishioner drop-off
are opened, recorded and deposited on a weekly basis by our
accounting staff. Every donation is recorded with sufficient
detail to maintain a clear audit trail.

Donations made through PushPay, donor-advised funds, IRA
distributions, and stock gifts are monitored and recorded
routinely. PushPay secures donor payment information; parish
staff do not have access to donor credit card details.

Donors may review their giving history at any time. Our
Operations Director and Finance Council have access to
financial reports and regularly review this information. How-
ever, specific donor information is handled confidentially.

stipends not included on a timesheet, and reviews again for
accuracy. Once signed off, the payroll company processes the
hours, and the payroll administrator runs reports. A third
review is done by the payroll administrator, any changes are
documented, and the Operations Director is copied for trans-
parency. Once all the time is correct, payroll is approved, and
files are saved for every pay date.

These practices are not “paperwork for paperwork’s sake.”
They are practical expressions of integrity—verifying, docu-

Joe D’Arco put many of these
processes in place when he joined the staff, and I am grateful
for and confident in them.
